Already working on replacing lighting with LED lights, already replaced flood lights and sourcing appropriate uplighter replacements.

Insulation - speaking to companies who insulate buildings of this age to consider options to ensure building continues to breathe. No point in putting more heat into the building if its going to continue to leak into the atmosphere at its current rate.
